Relationship between SALC and classroom teaching at KMUTT

I. Integrated (= the use of the SALC as a part of a course syllabus)

One example is Portfolio Task, which is included in 2 fundamental English courses (LNG 101 & LNG 102.)

Teaching/learning step:

1.  Orientation

- In class, T. explains what to do 

- Each St. selects 1 material from any source and reflects his work on a task record form

- T. checks and comments on the quality of the reflection

2. Need analysis

- St. complete a questionnaire in order to find out their need esp. urgent need

3. Self-study & record:

- St. select 2 materials (1 listening and 1 reading), one in the SALC and one outside the SALC 

- St. reflect their work on task record form

4. Consultations

- A formal individual consultation is given to help students improve their work, both the content, organization of the ideas and grammar

5. Further study on grammar etc.

- When checking a record form, T will select some grammar points that the student has a serious problem with and assign him to further study those topics. 

6. Assessment

This task is worth 10% of the course

II. Strong Link

KMUTT Teachers often use the self-access learning materials in the SALC, both paper-based and computer-based as course supplements, esp. when T finds that St has some particular problems.

For example, 

1. To improve writing skills, students will be taken to the computer laboratory or Grammar corner to revise certain topics such as "part of speech", "Tenses".

2. To improve reading skills such as skimming and scanning, students will be taken to the computer laboratory to use "Remedial English Program" to revise reading strategies and practice more by themselves.

3. After learning Concordancing unit, students will be taken to the computer laboratory to do more practice via a computer program specially designed for this topic.

III. Weak link

KMUTT students always use SALC as an information resource esp. to complete English assignments/tasks. Two examples of assignments are

1. Resourcing task

· work in groups of 4

· select a topic of their interest

· set up 4 questions that they'd like the answers

· search for information

· write a report and give an oral presentation

   2. E-zine 

· work in groups of 4

· select a topic of their interest

· Plan how to work

· design columns in their magazine

· search for information for each column

· write columns

· create an e-zine

· give an oral presentation

* Teacher consultations are often given to help students achieve their work.

IV. No link

KMUTT SALC arranges many extra activities throughout the year. Some examples are

1. Language clubs e.g. 

1.1 Speaking club 

· Teachers post topics to be discussed during each month along with the exact date on the board in front of the SALC

· Students who are interested sign their names with SALC officers

· Students come and share their ideas (or talk about that certain topic) with a teacher and other students. The discussion contains at most 10 students at a time

1.2 Reading club

· The activities are similar to those of the speaking club, except that the students will choose what to read together and get back to talk about that book later.

2. SALC Festival

· Organised once every year

· Many competitions e.g. singing contest, speaking contest, writing contest, Fan Pan Tae 

3. SALC Newsletter

· Monthly issued

· SALC news

· Language game

4. Let's share board

· SALC usually encourages students to post messages expressing their feeling/opinion towards a particular event/people on special occasions such as Father day, Mother day

5. Language competition

  - Sometimes, a teacher posts a question (s) on the board inside the SALC. Students who know the answers leave their answers in a box. A small gift will be given to those whose answer is correct

6. Students of the week

· Teachers ask students to write their learning strategies on a piece of paper

· Teachers select goods pieces of work and post them on a board inside the SALC

· In the past, a reward was given to students whose strategies were often posted in that semester.
