Tasks for SEAR Use
For students to use the SEAR effectively, their learning needs structure. There are three main forms this structure can take:

1. Preparation for SEAR learning

2. Using portfolios to guide SEAR learning

3. Organising SEAR projects

Preparation for SEAR learning
Preparing students for SEAR learning includes:

· Getting students to think about their learning (see the handouts on Attitudes and Interests)

· Getting students to identify their goals in learning and think of ways to reach those goals (see the handout on Ways to Reach my Reading and Writing Goals)

· Getting students to make a plan of what they want to learn (see the handout on My Study Plan for the SEAR)

Using portfolios to guide SEAR learning
A portfolio is a collection of student work showing their progress and learning. To implement a portfolio, you need to:

· Give guidelines for how the portfolio works (see the handout on The Portfolio)

· Include record sheets and task sheets for students to include in their portfolios (see the handouts on Record sheet for my portfolio and Task sheet for my portfolio)

· Suggest what could be included in the portfolio in addition to the record sheet and task sheets (see the handouts on Worksheet for Graded Readers and Worksheet for KMUTT Materials)

Organising SEAR projects
A project is a large-scale task which is student-centred, really involves the students, and results in an end-product with a real purpose. Projects can promote deeper learning, lead to greater student involvement in learning, stimulate higher level thinking skills, and give responsibility to students. Projects normally last several weeks leading to an end-goal. A portfolio could be considered a project, but normally the end-product of a project is public. An example of a project using the graded readers in the SEAR is given in the handout on The Reading Project.
